Flood Insurance

Hurricane Irene, and the recent
tropica sorms, have many people
second guessng their decisons to
forgo flood insurance due to the
relatively low risk their properties
faced from high-water dam-
age. Homeowners without flood
insurance that suffered damage to
their homes, are likely to find that
government assstance will not be
forthcoming, and if it does will be
in the form of interes-bearing
loans. Hood Insurance in the
United Sates is subsdized by the
Nationa FHood Insurance Program,

and cods and requirements are
determined by whether homes are
located insde or outsde hazrd
areas defined by the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency. Lend-
es who provide mortgages for
homes in hazard areas often re-
quire coveragel otherwise it is up
the homeowner to choose. Many
homeowners outsde of the specia
flood hazard aress as defined by
FEMA, were not required by their
mortgage lenders to carry flood
insurance and could be in for a
rude awakening.
